Procedures for Parents to Submit an Excused 

Admit/Note to School

ATTENDANCE PROCEDURES

2. VIA THE PARENT PORTAL OR MOBILE APP: A link will be available via the Parent 

Portal and MDCPS Mobile App for parents to submit admits directly to the school. Through 

the app, parents will be able to submit attachments and documentation.

3. IN-PERSON: Parents who wish to submit documentation in person, may do so at the 

school’s attendance office.

Failure to report and explain the absence(s) shall result in unexcused absence(s). The principal shall have the 

final authority for determining acceptability of the reason for the absence(s).

Every effort needs to be made by the student, parent, and school administration to avoid absences related to 

technical difficulties, such as the lack of reliable connectivity or device accessibility.

Our School Uniform Policy is mandatory and is as follows: 

 POLOS – Royal Blue, White or Gray.  Polos must always be tucked in. 

 BOTTOMS – Khaki Beige or Dark Blue pants must be worn at the waist with a belt and fit 
loosely. The following styles/fits are NOT allowed: skinny, athletic, joggers, leggings, 
jeggings, jeans, colored denim, nylon, cargo, knitted, or corduroy.
