• Date / Time / Location 

• This is assigned to us by M-DCPS. We submit preferences, but there is no guarantee. 

• Information will be posted on our website and Instagram page. 

• Tickets

• The number of tickets given per graduate is based on the ceremony location assigned and the 

number of graduates. It is not the same amount every year. 

• EVERY GUEST requires a ticket. Graduates do not.

GRADUATION: WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW

• Dress Code

• Semi-Formal

• Gentlemen = Dress Shirt and Pants, Tie, Dress Shoes

• Ladies = Dress or Skirt (knee-length), Blouse

• Honor Graduates

• JCBD recognizes the following Honor Graduates: 

• Summa Cum Laude = TOP 5% OF GRADUATING CLASS BASED ON GPA

• Magna Cum Laude = TOP 10% OF GRADUATING CLASS BASED ON GPA

• Cum Laude = TOP 15% OF GRADUATING CLASS BASED ON GPA

• Community Service = Students who have earned 200+ hours by November 1st. 

• Official Honor Society Members

• Only those seniors who have met the requirements of the nationally approved honor society 

are eligible to wear an honor cord in the color(s) assigned by the honor society. The sponsor 

for each honor society will submit a roster to the Activities Office. 



GRADUATION: WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW

• Graduation is a DIGNIFIED event. It is NOT a pep rally or soccer game! 

• Graduates will be required to attend (4) graduation ceremony rehearsals. 

• Graduates are NOT allowed to bring their cell phones, earbuds, purses or bags.  

• Graduates are NOT allowed to toss their caps in the air for safety reasons. 

• Noisemakers, whistles and other disruptive items are NOT allowed, and it is disrespectful to the 

families who are also there to hear their child’s name called.

• EVERYONE must conduct themselves in an appropriate manner befitting the ceremony. 

• Any person not in compliance will be removed from the venue by police.

• Graduates and parents will be required to submit two (2) signed contracts: one for JCBD and one for 

M-DCPS.
